- I acknowledge that I am using my power right now but I am using it to produce lack and limitation, not miracles!
- Jesus will lend me his strength and vision but only at my invitation - so my faith need not be perfect.

I allow the Christ within me to plan the details of my miracle.
- I will not limit the Christ within me to my learning from the past so that my future can be better.
- It is not my responsibility to figure out the perfect solution.  It is only my responsibility to be willing.
- And I do not know enough - nor do I have the faith as yet - to make the miraculous happen on my own.

I declare everyone’s right to perfect happiness so that I may receive my own.
- By putting my opinion of what “should be” second to what CAN be, I make room for miracles in my life.
- God cannot give selectively so I offer miracles to everyone that I may open to receive and in so doing...
- I set God’s Laws in motion in my favor. And so my miracle is!
